The International Association of School Librarianship (IASL) offers a number of international awards that recognize excellence in school librarianship, encourage research and development activities, and support and assists participation in IASL conferences and other association activities.

The awards include:
· Jean Lowrie Leadership Development Grant 

An award for leaders in developing nations for reimbursement of US $1,000 to attend their first IASL annual conference.

· Ken Haycock Leadership Development Grant 

An award for leaders in developing nations for reimbursement of US $1,000 to attend their first IASL annual conference.

· Takeshi Murofushi Research Award 

An award of US$500 for funding of a research project related to school librarianship.

· IASL/Softlink Excellence Award 

This award of US$1000, sponsored through the generosity of Softlink International recognizes significant contributions to school librarianship by school library specialists, educators, and/or researchers.

· LinksPlus -- Library Commendation Award 

An award of US $ 1,000 and a certificate of commendation for outstanding and innovative school library projects, plans, publications or programs that could serve as models for replication by individuals and associations.

· IASL School Library Technology Innovation Award
An award of US $ 1000, sponsored through the generosity of KB Enterprises (Aust) Pty Ltd, recognizes school library programs or projects that effectively utilize current and emerging technologies for school libraries and information service delivery.

· IASL Books for Children Award

An award of up to $US1,000 to provide books for children in selected schools in developing countries.

· International Book Exhibit 

Books donated by IASL members and others at an IASL conference are given to the conference host country to be shared with the children of one or more schools.

· Support-A-Member Award

A gift membership program designed to make it possible for teacher-librarians living in developing countries to become members of IASL for up to 3 years.
